PEEL

n Determine the location of the roof’s supporting structure. When possible, secure the VersaBracket using all hole locations; when
not possible, always use the two upslope hole locations. The only surface preparation necessary is to simply wipe away excess oil
and debris.

E Peel the release paper from the base, align the bracket and apply it to the roof surface.

B Secure the VersaBracket with approved screws through the prepunched holes directly into the roof’s supporting structure (three
holes are provided for convenience and versatility). Consult the S-5! Load Table on the S-5! website for more information.

n The VersaBracket is now ready to install ancillaries using a nut-and-bolt connection. A stainless steel M8-1.25 nut and bolt are
required (not included).
